CAWOOD PARISH COUNCIL
PARISH GRANT SCHEME – TERMS OF REFERENCE

These terms of reference were agreed at a meeting held on 11 August 2009

1. Groups within the parish can apply to the fund.  These groups must be non-profit making and should provide services for young people (including children), the elderly, be of educational, health or fitness provision.

2. The scheme will support small one off capital grants and will consider between £50 - £250 revenue funding in extreme circumstances.

3. Groups will apply to the fund using the agreed application form (available from the Parish Clerk).

4. Groups will be expected to supply the following accompanying documentation:

a) A copy of the most recent audited accounts, including an up to date balance sheet

b) A copy of the constitution or rules of the group

c) Provide proof that the group has a bank account with two signatories

d) Provide a 12 month forward plan (activities and finance).

5. There will be one deadline for applications, that is 31 October.  The Council will normally advertise availability of the scheme two months in advance.

6. Groups can apply once per year but may bid for a number of elements of a project in the application.

7. All applications will be considered with regard to financial stability of the groups and judged on their own merits, particular attention will be given to the group clearly demonstrating the need for the project.

8. Groups will be expected to contribute some of their own funds to the project although a set percentage has not been agreed.  However, where possible a group will be expected to make some contribution from its own funds and to actively have explored all other sources of funding.

9. Where partnership funding is being sourced outside the parish, the council would wish to see that such funding has been secured prior to awarding a grant.

10. No retrospective applications will be allowed.
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
